A person’s home should be a safe haven. Too often, however, there may be 
dangers lurking in a home that can compromise the safety of residents. 
Electrical fires are no joke. The Hartford insurance company says electrical 
failure or malfunctions account for almost 34,000 home fires per year. The 
National Fire Protection Association says they can contribute to 440 deaths 
and $1.3 billion in direct property damage annually. 
Older homes may be most vulnerable to electrical fires, as such structures 
were not designed to handle the demands of modern living. The insurance 
experts at Nationwide say half of all homes in the United States have 
electrical systems that were installed before garage door openers, high-tech 
coffee makers, and many computers became must-have items.

In 2022, the National Electric Code started requiring AFCIs in 
bedrooms, and by 2017 they have been mandated throughout homes.
• Conduct a home electrical inspection. All homes more than 40 years old 
should be inspected to ensure their electrical systems can handle modern 
demands, says Nationwide. A qualified electrician can make 
recommendations regarding replacing breakers and suggest other

modifications to improve safety.
• Utilize a monitor. Ting from Whisker Labs monitors a home’s electrical 
network using a smart plug-in sensor that is designed to detect hazards. The 
company indicates micro-arcs and sparks that develop are precursors to 
electrical fires. 
• Turn to automatic shut-offs. Homeowners can utilize appliances and 
additional devices that automatically shut off after a set period of time. This 
can reduce the risk of overheating.

which permits are necessary to ensure a project can go forward.
• Insist on written estimates. Handshake agreements offer no protection to 
homeowners or contractors, so estimates indicating what will be done and 
how much the project will cost should be provided. Homeowners should 
insist on receiving written estimates and interpret an unwillingness to 
provide one as a significant red flag.
• Know your rights. Laws vary by region, but in general homeowners have a 
right to a written contract and contractors are obligated to provide a copy of 
that contract signed by both parties. That contract must be provided prior to 
the start of the project. The contract should provide a detailed account of the 
work that will be done, as well as a timeline indicating important dates that 
components of the project will begin and be completed. The contract also 
should detail materials and who is providing them. Details regarding 
payments, guarantees and warranties also should be cited.
• Do not pay in cash. Some contractors may suggest that the project will cost 
less if they’re paid in cash. However, home improvements should never be 
cash transactions. Cash does not indicate proof of payment, which can be 
problematic if a dispute arises. 

Homeowners 
can employ various strategies to ensure they find the right professional for 
their home improvement project.

There’s no place like home, especially when that home is a comfortable and 
safe haven. One of the ways residents find comfort in their homes is by 
maintaining the right indoor temperatures, which fluctuate along with the 
seasons. While there is much to be said about opening windows and doors to 
let Mother Nature do her thing, indoor comfort is often maintained with an 
HVAC system.
HVAC stands for heating, ventilation and air conditioning. It can include heat 
pumps, furnaces and air conditioning units. It is an automated system that 
works by adjusting a thermostat to regulate air temperature, and sometimes 
humidity, in the home. According to Enviguard, a commercial contracting 
provider, HVAC systems also may be used to improve indoor air quality 
through filtration and oxygen replacement.
As with any mechanical device, an HVAC system has a life span that must be 
considered. Should any of the following conditions be present, it is likely 
time to consult with an HVAC technician to see if repairs or replacement of 
the entire system is warranted.

1. Age
If the HVAC system is more than 10 years old, it could be time to begin 
budgeting for a new unit. Many modern, efficient systems may last 12 to 14 
years with routine maintenance. But it’s good to keep an HVAC system’s age 
in mind so you can readily recognize when it might start to fail.

2. Longer or constant running times
An efficient, properly working system will quickly heat or cool the home and 
then turn off. A system that is turning on repeatedly or having to run for 

awhile before the set temperature is reached could be nearing the end of its 
utility.

3. Strange noises
Groaning, banging or loud humming noises should be addressed. While 
these noises may indicate that certain components need maintenance or 
replacement, they also could be symptoms of age and a system nearing 
failure.

4. Frequent repair visits
Knowing the HVAC company’s repair person by name is a sign that the 
system has required too much work in recent months. Repeated issues and 
repairs are probably signs that it’s time to consider a system replacement.

5. Higher bills
Sticker shock when receiving electricity or gas bills likely mean the HVAC 
system isn’t working efficiently and might need to be replaced.

6. Poor indoor air quality
If the home is dusty or humid or even if allergies seem to have cropped up 
out of nowhere, this could indicate a poorly functioning HVAC system. 
HVAC systems are vital to keeping indoor environments comfortable and 
safe. Such systems may exhibit certain signs that indicate they need to be 
replaced.

Tree sap
According to Cars.com, an automotive information resource and vehicle sales 
website, although tree sap won’t cause immediate damage to vehicle paint, it should 
not be ignored. Over time, sap can become more difficult to remove, etch through the 
clear coat on the vehicle and cause discoloration. When the temperature is hot, 
damage from sap can accelerate. 
On windows and windshields, drivers may be able to gently remove dried sap with a 
razor blade. However, use cleaning products on more delicate paint. Automotive 
stores sell speciality sap and tar cleaners. Otherwise, you can try rubbing alcohol. It 
may take a few attempts to remove sap entirely.

Insects and bird droppings
Splattered bugs and avian surprises dropped from above can be a messy, unsightly 
nuisance. Their acidic composition also may cause them to damage paint over time. 
Bugs and droppings can be sticky, so you will need to work with something that will 
remove the splatter without removing the paint in the process. A product like WD-40 
may help. This oily product is normally used on rust and hinges. When applied with a 
cloth and allowed to penetrate the stain, it can loosen difficult-to-remove sticky 
substances. Always test any product you use in an inconspicuous spot first to make 
sure it doesn’t damage or discolor your the paint.
Insects or droppings that are fresh may come off relatively easily with a good washing 
or hosing off of the car. Retailers also sell specialty insect sponges to remove bugs 
and other debris.

Keeping vehicles looking pristine requires care and 
diligent cleaning. So many day-to-day activities and 
environmental materials have the potential to damage 
the finish on cars and trucks. While winter weather 
and chemicals used to keep roadways passable are 
often blamed for affecting the appearance of cars and 
trucks, winter is not the only time of year when 
substances can cause damage to vehicles.

The only noises many drivers ever want to hear coming from their vehicles 
are the sounds of their favorite songs blasting from their car stereos. But 
cars sometimes make noises that aren’t nearly as inviting as music.
Noises that seem to pop up when applying the brakes can be especially 
scary for motorists. No one wants to drive a vehicle with faltering or suspect 
brakes, so learning to distinguish between the two most common brake 
noises can be a wise move for drivers.

Grinding brakes
That grinding noises indicate a serious problem with the braking system. 
There are two major causes behind the grinding noise made by brakes. If the 
grinding sound is audible when pressing on the brake pedal, this likely 
because the rotor disc is coming into contact with part of the caliper. This 
typically occurs because the brake pads or rotors are extremely worn down, 
causing the steel backing of the worn out pad to grind against the rotor. In 
such instances, mechanics recommend replacing the brake pads 
immediately.
If the grinding noise is audible while the vehicle is in motion, debris might 
be stuck inside the brakes. Drivers might be able to dislodge this debris by 
repeatedly moving their cars forward and backward in a safe place, such as 
a driveway. If that does not work, have the brakes serviced by a qualified 
mechanic.

What noisy 
brakes may
be telling you

Squealing
Many drivers are 
familiar with the high-
pitched squealing 
sound that comes from 
their vehicles or those 
of fellow motorists. 
That squeal, while 
certainly not music to 
the ears, might be a 
good thing. Some brake 
pads are equipped with 
small steel clips that 
serve as wear 
indicators. When brake 
pads have worn down, 
these devices produce a 
squealing sound to let 
drivers know it’s time 
to get new brake pads.
But squealing can be 
indicative of other 
things as well. 
Squealing noises are 
sometimes heard 
immediately after brake 
pads or rotors have 
been replaced. In such 
instances, the noise 
typically subsides 
within a day or two 
once the pads have 
been broken in.
Glazed pads also can create a squealing sound. When calipers stick, the 
brakes stay partially applied, producing excessive friction or heat. The heat 
causes the brake pads to glaze.
No one wants to hear noises coming from their brakes. However, such noises 
are often a car’s way of telling drivers that brakes need to be serviced.
